Under-Odorized Propane
The Division of Fire Safety has been notified by BP that in late August or early September there was at least one railcar of under-odorized propane shipped from a plant in Morris, Illinois.  As a result all shipments from this plant were suspended on September 3, 2010.

BP advised us that while no railcars from that facility were destined for New Jersey, shipments were made to Delaware, New York and Pennsylvania.   This presents the possibility that some of this propane may have been shipped into New Jersey via truck.

The LP-Gas Safety Unit of the Division of Codes and Standards has sent a notice to all propane marketers in New Jersey reminding them of the requirement to perform an odorant test when they receive shipments or load delivery vehicles. 

The Division of Fire Safety is advising all fire code enforcement officials having jurisdiction over a bulk propane facility to ensure that the operators of that facility are aware of this situation.  In addition, the Division is advising all fire chiefs to ensure that proper safety precautions are taken when responding to any incident that involves or possibly involves propane.
